a disciple as one who
learns, follows, and

grows. We have talked
about the first two sec-

tions of worship: Gath-
ering and hearing

God's word. Remember,
our worship unfolds in a
four -part pattern:

we gather ;

wehear Godds Wor
we share the meal; and
we are sent out into the
world for mission and
ministry. This month, we
begin discussing the

third section of worship,
which is sharing the

meal .

The offering is part of
sharing the meal, be-
cause this is a time that
we prepare the commun-
ion table, collect the gifts
the congregation shares
in response to the many
blessings God bestows on
us, and bring forward the
bread and wine that will
be used during commun-
ion. As disciples, we have
learned about God's love
for us as we heard God's
word. Sharing our offer-
ing is a sign of following
God, because we are giv-
ing back to God what
God first gave to us.
Growth as disciples is a
part of this as well, as we
examine how we use the
resources God has first
given us and how God
calls us to share more

freely and generously. After
the offering is collected,
there is an Offering Prayer.
This prayer asks God to
bless the offerings we share,
which helps us learn that

we cannot do God's work in
the world apart from God's
blessing and help.

Then, we move into the
Great Thanksgiving, in
which we give thanks to
God for feeding us in the
communion meal. Using a
Great Thanksgiving is vital,
as when we do so, we are
following Jesus. When Jesus
instituted the Lord's Sup-
per, we read in scripture
that he gave thanks. As
those who follow, we are to
give thanks to God as well.
After this point, our two
services take on a different
form. In the first service,
there is a "proper preface",
which is normally chanted.
This identifies that it is

right to give thanks to God
and lifts up the themes of
the season of the church
year. We follow this by sing-
ing "Holy, Holy, Holy", a
refrain we hear in scripture
(Isaiah 6:3; Revelation 4:8).
Both the Proper Preface and
the Holy, Holy, Holy touch
on discipleship. As those
who follow, we are to sing
praises to God.

We then have the Eucharis-
tic Prayer. Eucharist means
"thanksgiving" so this is an
extended prayer of thanks
that praises God for all God
has done, is doing, and will
do. This prayer also in-
cludes the Words of Institu-

Thought s

tion, which Jesus spoke
at the Last Supper. We
use these words at the
second service right after
the Great Thanksgiving.
In these words, we hear
again the promises of
Jesus. Jesus died, he
gave his body up for us,
and shed his blood that
we might be forgiven.
These words are spoken
over bread and wine,
which is what Jesus
used at the meal. Thus it
is the promises of God
and the spoken word
over the earthly ele-
ments of bread and wine
that "institute” commun-
ion; that make it what it
is. As disciples, it is im-
portant that we follow
this pattern set for us by
Jesus Christ, for in doing
so we learn again of all
that God does to show
love for us.

We then pray together
the Lord's Prayer. This
is how Jesus taught his
disciples to pray. We
follow Christ's example
by praying this prayer.
As we pray, we are ask-
ing God to help us grow
in our ability to: keep
God's name Holy, give
thanks for all God gives
us, forgive others, and
strive, with God's help,
to turn from all that
tempts us.

Finally, we come forward
and share the commun-
ion meal. This meal has
a great deal to do with
discipleship. As God
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feeds us with the body
and blood of Jesus
Christ, God is forgiving
us and strengthening us
to live as faithful disci-
ples. Once again, we see
that we cannot follow,
learn, and grow without
God's gracious help!

Our corporate worship
has much to do with
discipleship. Continue to
look for the ways God
forms and shapes us as
disciples in worship!
Together, let us give
thanks to God that He
calls, equips, and em-
powers us to serve!
